This bill increases the supplemental fee collected from $29 to $35.  These funds are sent by the county treasurer to the 
state treasurer to be credited to the domestic violence prevention fund.

With approximatley 5,000 marriage licenses per year, the increase in revenue for the domestic violence prevention fund 
will be $60,000.

These funds are expended as grants to the Domestic Violence Sites.  The revenue generated by SB 2361 will allow the 
Health Department to increase these grants from $280,000 to $340,000.
