HB 1424 provides for the collection, review, and distribution of information on economic development incentives granted
by the state and its political subdivisions. The bill sets job quality and accountability standards, and has provisions for
the recapture of the value of incentives if the standards are not met.

It is unknown if the recapture provisions of HB 1424 will result in additional revenues to the state during the 2005-07
biennium. Many of the provisions for recapture will first occur beyond the 2005-07 biennium, and therefore, may impact
revenues in subsequent biennia.
