This bill would create and enact a new section to chapter 50-24.1 of the NDCC relating to creation of a medical 
assistance program for medication therapy management services in collaboration with pharmacists and physicians.  The 
program would provide medication therapy management services to medical assistance recipients to ensure appropriate 
use of prescription drugs to improve therapeutic outcomes and to reduce adverse drug reactions.

The department would receive federal title XIX funds at the administrative 50% match rate totalling $200,000 for 
2005-2007 and $206,040 for 2007-2009.

Operating expenditures for 2005-2007 would increase $400,000 of which $200,000 would be general funds;  for 
2007-2009 operating expenditures would increase $412,080 of which $206,040 would be general funds.
