BILL DESCRIPTION: Scholarships
BILL NO: HB 1120

SUMMARY OF ACTUARIAL INFORMATION: Workforce Safety & Insurance, together with its actuary, Glenn Evans of
Pacific Actuarial Consultants, has reviewed the legislation proposed in this bill in conformance with Section 54-03-25 of
the North Dakota Century Code.

The proposed legislation increases the maximum amount of scholarships from $3,000 per year to $4,000 per year for up
to five years for spouses and dependent children of a worker who died as a result of a compensable work-related injury;
increases the maximum amount of scholarships that can be awarded annually in scholarships from $150,000 to
$200,000; redefines the definition of child under workers’ compensation law; allows healthcare personnel to
communicate directly with employers on claims of their employees; and allows WSI to share social security numbers
with medical facilities.

FISCAL IMPACT: Scholarship costs will increase, however, the increase will not have a material impact on future
premium levels.
