Wyoming currently allows wagering on historic horse races. For calendar year 2004, the amount wagered was
$7,313,462, which did not include any of this type of wagering in Cheyenne (it was prevented by a local ordinance). The
revenue estimate uses $7 million of wagering per year for both the 2005-07 and 2007-09 bienniums, at the current
statutory rate structure. In the event a change in the rate structure is passed by the legislature, the revenue amounts
would need to be revised.
