AN ACT relating to a unified system of licensure and credential qualifications or reciprocity between
North Dakota and each state bordering North Dakota.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. Educational standards and practices board - Unified credential system. The
educational standards and practices board, in cooperation with the department of public instruction,
shall enter discussions with officials from each state bordering North Dakota to develop a unified
system of licensure and credential qualifications or reciprocity between the states. The board shall
report its progress, findings, and any pending action to the sixtieth legislative assembly.
