AN ACT to amend and reenact subsection 2 of section 28-32-10 of the North Dakota Century Code,
relating to notice of administrative agency rulemaking to members of the legislative assembly
who were sponsors of legislation to be implemented by the rules; and to provide an effective

date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subsection 2 of section 28-32-10 of the North Dakota Century
Code is amended and reenacted as follows:

2.

The agency shall mail or deliver a copy of the agency's full notice to each member of the
legislative _assembly whose name appeared as a sponsor or cosponsor of legislation
enacted during the most recent session of the legislative assembly which is being
implemented by the proposed rule and to each person who has made a timely request to
the agency for a ma#ed copy of the notice. The agency may mail or otherwise provide a
copy of the agency's full notice to any person who is likely to be an interested person. The
agency shall mail or deliver a copy of the rules to each member of the legislative assembly
whose name appeared as a sponsor or cosponsor of legislation enacted during the most
recent session of the legislative assembly which is being implemented by the proposed
rule and to any person requesting a copy. The agency may charge persons who are not
members of the legislative assembly for the actual cost of providing copies of the proposed
rule.

SECTION 2. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Act is effective for administrative rules for which the
notice of rulemaking is filed with the office of the legislative council after July 31, 2005.
