AN ACT to amend and reenact section 20.1-02-28 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to
eligibility to participate in the deerproof hay yard program.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 20.1-02-28 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

20.1-02-28. Deerproof hay yard program.  Within legislative appropriations, the director shall
provide for a deerproof hay yard program. The deerproof hay yard program must provide materials and
supplies at no cost to landowners for the establishment of deerproof hay yards to protect hay or feed on

The department shall establish a prorated repayment system over a three-year period.
