AN ACT to provide an appropriation to the parks and recreation department to assist with the
construction costs of the international arts center at the international music camp; and to
declare an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. APPROPRIATION. There is appropriated out of any moneys in the permanent oil
tax trust fund in the state treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the sum of $350,000, or so much of the
sum as may be necessary, to the parks and recreation department for the purpose of providing a
one-time grant to the international music camp to assist with the construction costs of the international
arts center to be located at the international music camp at the international peace garden, for the
period beginning with the effective date of this Act and ending June 30, 2007. The funding for this
project is subject to the building project being awarded to a contractor pursuant to procedures set forth
in chapter 48-01.1.

SECTION 2. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure.
