AN ACT to provide for a legislative council study relating to efforts to discourage alcohol and drug
abuse and tobacco use.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL COORDINATION OF EFFORTS TO DISCOURAGE
DESTRUCTIVE BEHAVIOR STUDY. The legislative council shall study, during the 2005-06 interim,
the feasibility and desirability of establishing an organization or ombudsman to support and coordinate
federal, tribal, state, including institutions of higher education, and local government and private efforts
to discourage destructive behavior, including alcohol and drug abuse and tobacco use. The legislative
council shall report its findings and recommendations, together with any legislation required to
implement the recommendations, to the sixtieth legislative assembly.
