AN ACT to amend and reenact section 52-02-18 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to
performance audits of job service North Dakota.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 52-02-18 of the North Dakota Century Code is amended
and reenacted as follows:

52-02-18. Independent performance audit —Centirdirg—apprepration—. The state auditor
shall, upon request of the legislative audit and fiscal review committee, cause a performance audit of

job service North Dakota to be conducted within twelve months after receipt of the request. The state
auditor may appoint er—a—bierrialbasis an independent audit firm, with extensive expertise in job
service practices and standards, to complete a performance audit or the state auditor may conduct the
performance audit. If the state auditor completes the audit, the state auditor may contract with a
consulting firm to aid in the state audit or to complete the audit and shall charge job service North
