WHEREAS, the need for specialized services for demented individuals is unknown and the
need appears not to be met; and

WHEREAS, the needs of individuals with dementias may require specialized programs and
services to increase their quality of life;

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES CONCURRING THEREIN:

That the Legislative Council study the need for dementia-related services, standards, and
practices for caregivers and review the legal and medical definitions used for dementia-related
conditions and the funding for programs and services for individuals with dementias; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Legislative Council report its findings and
recommendations, together with any legislation required to implement the recommendations, to the
Sixtieth Legislative Assembly.
