Currently the number of nonresident mule deer archery hunting licenses each year is set at 15% of the number of mule 
deer gun licenses from the preceding year.  This bill would increase the number by about 33% each year.  There were 
784 of these license in 2004.  Under this legislation there would have been 1,042.
