This bill reduces the fee for doe tags after the second deer lottery.  Based on 2004 numbers, this could involve 60 to 70 
thousand license per year.  The revenue reduction will be for the game and fish fund.

Based on 2004 sale, it is estimated that for the first year of the 2005 biennium, 60,000 doe tags would be sold at the 
$10 reduced fee and 70,000 would be sold for the second year.  The total reduction in revenue would be $1,300,000 for 
2005-2007 and $1,400,000 for 2007-2009.

Note that the number of doe tags issued in 2004 was a record high.  It is uncertian whether this high number will be 
issued in future years.
