Engrossed SB 2170 with house amendments grants a sales tax exemption for carbon dioxide used for enhanced
recovery.

Sections 3 and 4 of Engrossed SB 2170 with house amendments provide a sales tax exemption for carbon dioxide used
in enhanced oil recovery. Currently CO2 is not used in enhanced oil recovery. The fiscal impact of this provision would
depend on if a CO2 project is undertaken in the biennium, the cost of the CO2 and the amount used in the project, all of
which are unknown.
