HB 1471 authorizes a corporate and individual income tax credit for employers for contributions or support for child care
programs.

The fiscal impact of HB 1471 cannot be determined. The credit is equal to the federal child care credit, and we were
unable to locate information on the use of the federal credit by North Dakota employers. The provisions of the bill further
limit the credit to those employers who offer benefits of comparable worth to employees who do not use the child care
benefits. This provision would likely contribute to limiting the negative fiscal impact of HB 1471.
