This bill allows qualifying public and non-profit organizations to have a unique license plate for their organization if at 
least 400 purchasers of the new plates have been identified.

This bill allows the Department of Transportation to collect an annual additional payment of $25 for each set of plates 
that is issued.  $10 of the additional fee will be deposited to the Highway Tax Distribution Fund and $15 of the additional 
will be paid to the qualifying organization each month.  It is not possible to estimate the amount of revenue that will be 
generated as there is no way to determine how many organizations will choose to participate or how many persons will 
purchase organizational license plates.

It is not possible to estimate the cost of implementing this program as there is no way to determine how many 
organizations will choose to participate or how many persons will purchase organizational license plates.  However, the 
additional revenue for the Highway Tax Distribution Fund will cover the cost of acquiring and distributing the license 
plates.

It is estimated the Department of Transportation will need a budget enhancement of $5,000 to cover the cost of 
necessary computer enhancements.

The Department of Transportation will also need a budget enhancement to cover the cost of purchasing the new license 
plates, but it is not possible to estimate the amount of the needed budget enhancement because there is no way to 
determine how many organizations will choose to participate or how many persons will purchase organizational license 



plates.
