HB 1522 reinstates the requirement that all cigarettes sold in the state must be stamped.  Section 13 of HB 1522 
repeals the deduction to licensed distributors for administrative expenses.

The repeal of the deduction for distributors is estimated to result in increased state general fund revenues of $45,000 for 
the 2005-07 biennium.

The stamping requirements of HB 1522 would cause an increase in expenditures estimated to total $368,000 for the 
2005-07 biennium.  These expenses include stamps, stamp cylinders, insured delivery of stamps, computer system 
expenses, and two FTE.  

Additionally, there will be expenses associated with the regulation provisions of Section 1, requiring one FTE for 
investigative purposes.  This is estimated to result in an additional $100,000 of expenditures for the 2005-07 biennium.
