HB 1043 changes the definition of a “small group” for health insurance purposes to be a group of at least one
employee, rather than a group of at least two employees.

The passage of this bill may mean that fewer high risk individuals are enrolled in CHAND, North Dakota’s high risk
health insurance program, because more high risk individuals will qualify for coverage in the private health insurance

market.
