This bill imposes a county technology fee of fifteen dollars to all criminal cases except infractions, to be used by each
county to offset the cost of obtaining state-provided technology services.

In 2005 there were 31,000 criminal cases filed. The $15 fee may be waived upon a showing of indigency. Based on
an assumed waiver rate of 25%, the $15 fee would be assessed on 23,250 cases for a total assessed fees of
$348,750. Using an assumed collection rate of 60%, a total of $209,250 annually or $418,500 for the biennium could
potentially be collected. However, these fees are generally collected over time, so it could months or years after they
are assessed before the fees are collected. It is unknown how much of these funds could be collected in the
2007-09 biennium.
