BILL DESCRIPTION: Dissolves WSI Board/Organization Name Change

SUMMARY OF ACTUARIAL INFORMATION: Workforce Safety & Insurance, together with its actuary, Glenn Evans 
of Pacific Actuarial Consultants, has reviewed the legislation proposed in this bill in conformance with Section 
54-03-25 of the North Dakota Century Code.

The proposed legislation eliminates the WSI Board of Directors and creates an advisory board consisting of an equal 
number of employer and employee representatives appointed by the Director; allows the Governor to appoint WSI’s 
Executive Director; and changes the name of the organization from Workforce Safety & Insurance (WSI) to “Workers’ 
Compensation Department”.

FISCAL IMPACT: Under the assumption the organization’s claims environment and operation practices do not 
change, no significant fiscal impact is anticipated. There would be some additional costs associated with the 
proposed name change; however, it is anticipated the costs would be nominal.
