The bill prohibits the Lottery from promoting or advertising its games.  State funds may only be used to disclose 
where lottery tickets may be sold.

Section 4 prohibits the Lottery from promoting or advertising its games.  This prohibition would substantially decrease 
the Lottery's ticket sales.  The Lottery's operating expenditures would decrease.

State general fund revenue would be significantly impacted because sales of lottery tickets would be substantially 
decreased.  State general fund revenue included in the executive budget is $11.6 million, which would be reduced to 
$6.634 million.  In addition, Lottery operating fund revenues would be decreased by an additional ($4.68 million).

The Lottery's operating expenditures would be decreased because of the restriction on promotions and advertising.  
Two FTE positions would be removed.

Expenditures for gaming group product dues and the Lottery vendor are paid from a continuing appropriation, which 
is the difference between special fund expenditures and appropriations.
