The amendment removes the surveillance duties and the report to the Legislative Council.  It also reduces the 
appropriation and the FTE.

The Department of Health proposes to provide public education through print media.  Healthcare provider training will 
be offered to local public health units participating in the counseling, testing and vaccination program.

Included in this fiscal note are expenditures for a part time student intern for $16,000 located in disease control 
division.      In addition to general operating costs and equipment purchases of $36,800, there would be a media 
campaign for $50,000 and vaccine and lab supplies purchased for $65,200.  The local health units would receive 
$32,000 to administer the vaccine and provide testing.  Total costs for the 07-09 biennium would be $200,000.
