HB 1044 changes the distribution formula for oil and gas gross production tax, increasing the county share for the 
first $1 million of revenue from oil production in each county.

Section 1 of the bill allows counties to receive the first $1 million of gross production tax revenues from the 4/5's 
share of the tax, and adds a top distributional tier for counties with revenues in excess of $3 million per year.

HB 1044 is expected to reduce state general fund revenues and increase counties' revenues by an estimated $11.8 
million in the 2007-09 biennium.

NOTE:  This fiscal note has been revised to reflect NDCC 57-51.1-07.2, which implies that HB 1044 reduces the 
state general fund biennial cap from $71 million to an amount estimated to be $59.2 million for the 2007-09 biennium.  
HB 1044 reduces state general fund revenues and reduces the statutory general fund cap by $11.8 million.  Under 
this code section, the permanent oil tax trust fund is held constant by distributional changes such as those contained 
in this bill.
