Eng. SB 2245 provides an income tax credit for the costs of higher education for taxpayers and dependents enrolled 
in a North Dakota college or university.

Section 1 of Eng. SB 2245 authorizes an income tax credit equal to fifteen percent of the amount of federal Hope 
scholarship tax credit.  This amount is increased by twenty percent if the student is a qualifying National Guard or 
reserve member.  

Federal statistics indicate approx. 5.4% of the individual income tax returns claim one of two education credits, with 
the average federal credit totaling $837.  The breakdown between the Hope and Lifetime Learning tax credits is not 
available.  Using these statistics, and assuming a 50%/50% split between the two federal credits, Eng. SB 2245 is 
expected to reduce state general fund revenues $2.17 million in the 2007-09 biennium.
