This bill creates a health information technology steering committee which will make recommendations for
implementing a statewide health information infrastructure consistent with emerging national standards.

The amendment to this bill removes $100,000 of general fund appropriation.

In Section 1.2, it states that the Department of Health is to provide administrative services to assist the steering
committee. In Section 1.3, it states that the steering committee is to develop a grant program to assist in the planning
and implementation of health technology projects. Since the appropriation to this bill has been removed, it will be
impossible to carryout these activities.

Section 1.2 indicates the Department of Health is to provide administrative services to assist the steering committee.
Section 1.3 indicates the steering committee is to develop a grant program to assist in the planning and
implementation of health technology projects. The bill is unclear as to where the grants administration program would
be housed. If the Department of Health is to be responsible for administrating the grants program, and providing
administrative services to the steering committee we would need $85,000 of general funds for an HSPA IV (.5 FTE),
including $19,000 for operating expenses.

Since there are not dollars available to fund this program, we suggest the language in Section 1.3 be removed from
the bill.
