HB 1233 authorizes the assigning of the income tax credit for installation of wind energy devices as a credit against
the rural electric cooperative gross receipts tax as part of a qualifying power purchase agreement.

The provisions of HB 1233 will reduce rural electric cooperative gross receipts tax distributions to all political
subdivisions in which power lines of an REC are located that takes advantage of the assignment of the tax credits. It
is not known the total amount of REC gross reciepts tax that may be offset, or the possible reduction of revenues to
any affected political subdivisions.
