We have 702 Whol/manf/dists licensed now. This bill would exempt 126 of those and make another 536 of them 
ineligible, including all of those located within North Dakota. We would be required to inspect the rest, wherever they 
are located.

43-15.3-03 would exempt 126 of our current licencees and make another 536 of them ineligible, as there are 
currently only 40 VAWD with none of those located within North Dakota. We would be required to inspect the rest, 
wherever they are located. The backgroud check provision would be paid for by the applicants, so should have no 
net fiscal impact.

Revenue for the board of pharmacy would decrease, as many of our current licensees would be exempt and others 
would be ineligible.
