Section 6 changes the scope of the value-added agriculture promotion board.  These changes include increasing the 
membership of the value-added agriculture board from 8 members to between 9 and 11 members; eliminating the 
value-added agriculture program; and creating duties for the board to serve in an advisory role to the Commissioner 
of Commerce and meet at times determined by the Commissioner of Commerce.
