Information from US Army, Military Entrance Processing Station (MEPS) Fargo and NDNG indicate between 420 and
500+ active duty per year from North Dakota. Retroactive to Dec 1992 and payable through 2009 with passage of
SB 2115. 420 and 500 x 17 years x $900 = 6.426 million and 7.65 million respectively. Based on history of program
7.0 million should be adequate to cover claims. There are slightly more than 7,000 Air Force personnel assigned to
Grand Froks and Minot AFBs. It is reasonable that a certain number (unknown) will declare ND residency to take
advantage of the program. This could increase the cost of the program.
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
