Public Buildings
Summary of Bills Enacted by 2007 Legislative Assembly

This memorandum summarizes 2007 legislation primarily affecting North Dakota Century Code (NDCC)
Title 48. Bills primarily affecting other titles also affect this title, and relevant provision of those bills are
summarized in this memorandum.

House Bill No. 1033 revises statutory provisions relating to bidding and public improvement contracts
and allows state and local governments to use the construction management delivery method.

Senate Bill No. 2214 provides that a public authority that acquires property for the construction,
alteration, extension, or improvement of a public improvement project through the use of eminent domain
must follow the provisions of NDCC Chapter 32-15.

Senate Bill No. 2090 increases from $50,000 to $100,000 per biennium the amount of expenditures

allowed by the Capitol Grounds Planning Commission from the interest and income of the Capitol
building fund for projects or planning.
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
