AN ACT to amend and reenact section 43-17-02.1 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to
limitation on prescribing drugs by physician assistants.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 43-17-02.1 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

43-17-02.1. Physician assistant - Limitations on prescribing drugs. A physician assistant
may prescribe medications as delegated to do so by a supervising physician. This may include
schedule # 1l through V controlled substances:
seheduleH-contrelled-substanees. A physician assistant who is a delegated prescriber of controlled
substances must register with the federal drug enforcement administration.
