AN ACT to amend and reenact section 43-30-11 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to the
renewal period for private investigative or security licenses.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 43-30-11 of the North Dakota Century Code is amended
and reenacted as follows:

43-30-11. Renewal of licenses. A license to provide private investigative or security services
is valid for a two-year period, must be renewed on an annual basis ending on September thirtieth of
each odd-numbered year. License fees must be prorated for the portion of each license period the
license is in effect.
