BILL NO: SB 2071

BILL DESCRIPTION: Exemption for Independent Truckers

SUMMARY OF ACTUARIAL INFORMATION: Workforce Safety & Insurance, together with its actuary, Glenn Evans 
of Pacific Actuarial Consultants, has reviewed the legislation proposed in this bill in conformance with Section 
54-03-25 of the North Dakota Century Code.

The proposed legislation provides that individuals who either own or hold under lease a motor vehicle (truck) may be 
considered independent contractors and exempt from WSI coverage if certain factors are met.

FISCAL IMPACT: Eliminating the requirement of coverage for certain members of the trucking industry should not 
have an impact on statewide premium levels. To the extent that some independent owner operators opt out of the 
workers’ compensation system, collected premiums will decline; but WSI should realize a reduction in losses that will 
offset the drop in income.
