HB 1467 changes the fees related to garnishment proceedings, increasing general fund revenues and expenditures,
as well as federal fund expenditures.

Section 1 of the bill increases the fee for filing an affidavit of disclosure from $25 to $75, increasing general fund
revenue by $14,100 for the 2009-11 biennium. Section 2 of the bill increases the fee for filing an affidavit of
disclosure from $25 to $75, increasing federal fund expenditures by $17,00 and general fund expenditures by $5,000
for the 2009-11 biennium.
