If an insurance policy to be settled has been issued as a joint policy or

involves family riders or any coverage of a life other than the insured

under the policy to be settled, that the owner must be informed of the

possible loss of coverage on the other lives under the policy and must

be advised to consult with the owner's insurance producer or the

insurer issuing the policy for advice on the proposed settlement.

The dollar amount of the current death benefit payable to the provider

under the policy or certificate. If known, the provider also shall

disclose the availability of any additional guaranteed insurance

benefits, the dollar amount of any accidental death and
dismemberment benefits under the policy or certificate, and the extent
to which the owner's interest in those benefits will be transferred as a
result of the viatical settlement contract.
