Page 1, line 3, after "facilities" insert "; and to provide an appropriation"

Page 2, after line 7, insert:

"4. The department shall coordinate with other state agencies as necessary to
implement the provisions of this section.

SECTION 2. APPROPRIATION. There is appropriated out of any moneys in
the general fund in the state treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the sum of
$3,500,000, or so much of the sum as may be necessary, and from federal funds made
available to the state from federal action to provide funding to the states to stimulate the
national economy or to address state fiscal recovery and other income, the sum of
$3,284,000, or so much of the sum as may be necessary, to the department of human
services for the purpose of implementing programs associated with early childhood
care, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2009, and ending June 30, 2011, as follows:

Training system and supports $1,060,000
Family/group recruitment, training, and retention 1,888,000
Center training and retention 2,536,000
Center capacity building 1,300,000
Total $6,784,000

SECTION 3. ADDITIONAL FUNDS. Subject to approval by the emergency
commission and budget section, the department of human services may accept and
spend federal or other funds in excess of those funds appropriated in section 2 of this
Act for early childhood care programs, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2009, and
ending June 30, 2011."
