WHEREAS, by requiring business owners to complete numerous forms and deal with

several state agencies, and unnecessary burden is placed upon businesses;

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES CONCURRING THEREIN:

That the Legislative Council to study the feasibility and desirability of consolidation of

state government business and reporting forms.
