HOUSE BILL NO. 1365
(Representatives Weiler, Nathe, Porter, Wrangham)

AN ACT to prohibit recyclers, scrap metal dealers, or scrapyard operators from purchasing certain beer
kegs; and to provide a penalty.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. Purchase of beer kegs - Penalty. A recycler, scrap metal dealer, or scrapyard
operator may not purchase a metal beer keg, whether damaged or undamaged, except from the brewer
or the brewer's authorized representative, if:

1. The keg is clearly marked as the property of a brewery manufacturer; or

2. The keg's identification markings have been made illegible.

A person who willfully violates this section is guilty of a class B misdemeanor.
