ACT has identified a correlation between enrollment in "core or more" classes and performance on the ACT examination. "Core or more" is

defined as four or more years of English and three or more years each of math, social studies, and natural science. In 2009, 56% of North Dakota

Native American students took core or more classes, the lowest percentage of any North Dakota subgroup. This percentage is slightly lower than

the national percentage of Native American students taking core classes or more. Native American students in North Dakota taking more than core

classes earned the average lowest composite score of all identified subgroups.
