HB 1331 creates an individual income tax deduction for military retirement pay on the state's primary individual
income tax return, Form ND-1. The bill also modifies the existing military retirement pay deduction that is currently
available on Form ND-2.

HB 1331, if enacted, creates a complete deduction on both income tax forms for military retirement pay. This is
expected to reduce state general fund revenues by an estimated $5.6 million in the 2007-09 biennium.
