HB1526 adds Motor Vehicle Excise tax revenue to the Highway Tax Distribution fund.

Section 1 of HB1526 adds Motor Vehicle excise tax revenue to the Highway Tax Distribution fund. The Highway Tax
Distribution fund is split 63% to the State Highway fund and 37% is allocated to Counties and Cities. Motor Vehicle
excise tax revenue is estimated at $129,528,000 for 09-11 biennium.

The General Fund will be reduced by approximately $129,528,000. The State Highway Fund will increase by
