Receive regular updates from the Insurance Commissioner during the 2011-12 interim with respect to steps taken to ensure 
health insurer procedures are in compliance with the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act, proposed legislation for 
consideration at a special legislative session if the commissioner is required by federal law to implement any requirement 
before January 1, 2013, and proposed legislation by October 15, 2012, for any requirement that must be implemented 
between January 1, 2013, and January 1, 2014 (2011 House Bill No. 1127, Section 6) 
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
