As amended, Senate Bill No. 2057 is the agency appropriations bill for the Department of Commerce.

This bill also creates a new income tax credit for purchases of machinery and equipment used to automate the 
manufacturing process.

Section 14 of SB 2057 creates a corporation and individual income tax credit for certified primary sector businesses 
equal to 20% of the cost of purchasing equipment for automating the manufacturing processes. The total amount of 
tax credits for automation is limited to $2 million per tax year. The effective date and expiration date in section 37 of 
the bill would have this tax credit effective for the 2013, 2014, and 2015 taxable years. This could result in a reduction 
in state general fund revenues of up to $2 million for the 2011-13 biennium, and up to $4 million for the 2013-15
biennium. The actual amount of automation expenses that will qualify for the credit cannot be determined.
