BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 29-04-05 of the North Dakota Century Code is amended and
reenacted as follows:

indictment is returned.

SECTION 2. REPEAL. Sections 29-09-02, 29-09-06, and 29-09-07 of the North Dakota Century
