Nonresidents are allowed to purchase only one waterfowl license per year. This bill expands the options for
nonresident hunting periods to include a three 4-day hunting period in addition to the current two 7-day hunting
periods. The new three 4-day hunting period would be at the same price.

We do not anticipate a change in the number of licenses sold based on this bill. Nonresident hunters can only
purchase one waterfowl license per year and they will pick which hunting period option meets their needs.
