A concurrent resolution declaring Monday, February 14, 2011, "North Dakota Close-Up Day".

WHEREAS,  it  is  anticipated  that  approximately  100  North  Dakota  high  school  students  will 
participate in the 2011 North Dakota Close-Up program;
