AN ACT to provide an appropriation for defraying the expenses of the comprehensive tobacco control
advisory committee; and to provide for reports.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. APPROPRIATION. The funds provided in this section, or so much of the funds as may
be necessary, are appropriated out of any moneys in the tobacco prevention and control trust fund, not
otherwise appropriated, to the comprehensive tobacco control advisory committee for the purpose of
defraying the expenses of the committee, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2011, and ending June 30,
2013, as follows:

SECTION 2. REPORTS TO THE BUDGET SECTION. The tobacco prevention and control
executive committee shall provide written reports to the budget section quarterly during the 2011-12
interim. The reports must include detailed information on expenditures for contract services,
professional fees and services, and grants.
