AN ACT to amend and reenact subsection 3 of section 11-18-05 of the North Dakota Century Code,
relating to fees for electronic data extracted from recorded instruments.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subsection 3 of section 11-18-05 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

3. For making certified copies of any recorded instrument or filed non-central indexing system
instrument, the charge is five dollars for the first page and two dollars for each additional page.
For making a noncertified copy of any recorded instrument or filed non-central indexing
system instrument, a fee of not more than one dollar per instrument page. For providing any
electronic data extracted from the recorded instrument a fee of not more than fifty cents per
instrument.
