Bill provides an increase in testing, certification, and renewal fees for water well contractors, pump/pitless installers,
monitoring and geothermal drilling contractors. The increases are necessary to meet annual administrative
expenditures (primarily field inspections).

The ND Board of Water Well Contractors derives revenue solely from testing and certification fees. Due to an
increase in complaints, additional field inspections are required thereby increasing inspection costs. This fee increase
allows the board to meet these growing demands. Both the Water Well Contractors Board and the ND Water Well
Drillers Association supports the fee increases.
